REMINDER ABOUT SHRINK-WRAP DISPOSAL...

Spring is just around the corner and soon birds will be chirping, flowers will
be blooming, and boating season will be here before we know it!

Those who wintered in the Cove this year are probably thinking about
uncovering their shrink-wrapped boats in the near future.

Here are just a few friendly bits of information to keep in mind during the

removal of any shrink-wrap:

¢ Please remember we recycle our shrink-wrap!

Roll a// of your shrink-wrap into the smallest ball possible, tie it up, and
place it in the parking lot near the wooden fence.

Following shrink-wrap removal, please break up your framing lumber into
4 foot long pieces and place it near the fence or in the dumpster.

After all boats are uncovered, we will have someone come and collect all
the discarded material for recycling.

Please try to uncover your boat as early in April as possible so we can
recycle the shrink wrap ASAP and clean up our parking lot.
